DESCRIPTION OF SIGHTS 
 
ARCHE NOAH SHOW GARDENS 
 

 
The biblical Noah is known for having saved endangered animals – the "modern“ ARCHE 
NOAH has made itself a mission to save all sorts of plant treasures. Thousands of plant 
species which run the danger of becoming extinct are preserved by this internationally 
acclaimed initiative. 
The ARCHE NOAH show garden: Step through an iron-wrought gate into the time of the 
Empress Maria Theresia and enter an enchanting world of cultivated plants. Discover 
hundreds of rare vegetables, herbs and berries. Enjoy the idyll of this garden, which is many 
centuries old. People, animals and plants lead a life in unison – since more than 15 years 
already, the garden is organically cultivated. Be inspired by the stories of long-lost plant 
species and the journey crops have taken around the world, and take some tips for seeds 
home with you. The elegant Baroque pavilion offers you a garden library, and our shop 
welcomes you with many rare species, seeds, books as well as preserving jars from our 
organic farmers. 
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GARDENING SCHOOL LANGENLOIS 
 

 
The show gardens are part of the training facilities for the students of the gardening school in 
Langenlois. They serve to make students familiar with the use of bushes, grasses, woods or 
summer flowers in the actual design of gardens. Interested visitors are provided with a 
knowledge on how to use various garden plants and garden design tools. The following 
theme gardens have been planted: Bush garden, shade garden, small house garden, stone 
garden, "time out garden" for your senses, garden of youth with boulder wall, beach 
volleyball square, Flower Tower, maze, pasture flower garden and swimming pond. 
 

MARIENSCHLÖSSL WIEDENDORF CASTLE 
 

 
Surrounded by meadows, vineyards and woods, the little castle of the "Rose Countess" 
Catherine Matuschka is hidden in the backmost Strassertal valley. The creative owner has 
transformed the former vegetable and fruit garden into a wonderful rose paradise, where 
historical roses particularly grow over walls and arcades and show their beauty in the 
consistently changing, lovely arranged "garden rooms". 
The possessor does not only open the garden gates for interested visitors, but also the doors 
of two romantic rooms overlooking the rose garden. There are special rose seminars offered, 
in which the owner passes her know-how on to others. The small rose shop, the garden café 
and the sale exhibition "Garden delight & rose enchantment" form further highlights. 
 

ADVENTURE GARDENS KITTENBERGER 
 

 
Embedded in the gently rolling hills of the southern Waldviertel region, only a stone's throw 
away from the cities of Krems or Langenlois, an entirely new world of garden culture opens 
up to garden and nature friends alike. 30 theme gardens invite you to embark on a cultural 
garden journey. Discover execrated corners, wide open viewpoints, intricate paths, an 
endless variety of colours and geographic origins as well as professional gardening par 
excellence. Afterwards, we invite you to explore our garden experience centre with a large 
variety of plants and selected, trendy garden accessories. The garden bistro spoils you with 
its delicious, healthy snacks and seasonal meals made from ingredients of this region, 
topped off by a good glass of wine from the Kamptal valley wine growing area. 
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VILLAGE MUSEUM NIEDERSULZ 
 

 
Come to ower Austria 's biggest open-air museum and experience the ambience of a 
Weinviertel village of the preindustrial time. Among lots of other things, you'll encounter 
typical rural houses, industrial buildings and handicraft houses, which have been removed 
from their original location and lovingly rebuilt. 
The village museum is especially charming because of the harmonious interaction of nature 
and cultural history. The "green room" matches the historical background and mirrors the 
flora of that era. The buildings are surrounded by beautiful and colourful front gardens and 
traditional vegetable and fruit gardens, which were all adequately arranged with typical plants 
of the time around 1850. These special and partly hardly available shrubs and vegetable 
species are cultivated according to biological guidelines in the market garden of the 
ecological campus Ottenstein. 
 

AMETHYST WORLD MAISSAU 
 

 
The amethyst world in Maissau is a place of special powers, known for its rich amethyst 
deposits right beneath the surface. According to ancient knowledge about energy 
circulations, you can feel the power of the amethyst stone in a pleasant manner all over the 
place. The amethyst park is made up of singular theme gardens, the "Garden of Power" with 
its "Amethyst Pond", whose large amethyst and aromatic herbs work as a pure source of 
energy. Especially worth seeing is the new "Chakra Route“, unique in its kind in the whole 
world. The garden has been designed according to special geological power lines; the terrain 
is worked to represent the energetic image of a human being ("Chakra Route"). Walking this 
path activates the chakras, putting your body at ease. The seven chakras (energetic centres 
of the human body) are marked in colours with plants, bushes and gemstones. In addition, 
you will find the "Garden of Lower Austria", a plant bed according to the province's border 
lines featuring descriptions of the single rock deposits that can be found in each region. 
 

IMPERIAL FESTIVAL PALACE HOF 
 

 
Being one of the largest, most splendid courts of the Habsburg monarchy, Schloss Hof 
served as a glittering stage for sumptuous receptions and lavish celebrations during the 18th 
century. The imperial tradition of the old days has now been revived. Following a careful 
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renovation of the palace building parts with utmost attention to detail, a unique Baroque 
building ensemble reopens its doors to visitors. The pompous representation halls and the 
private dorms of Prince Eugen and the Empress Maria Theresia, a refined Baroque garden 
landscape as well as an idyllic manor farm form spots of living history. They invite you to 
embark on an exciting rediscovery of the Baroque Age. 
 

“SCHLOSSINSEL” ORTH / DANUBE 
 

 
 

The national park Danube-Floodplains protects one of the largest, still intact flood plains of 
Europe. SchlossORTH, the visitor centre of the national park, is a meeting point for guided 
tours and hiking tours into the local surroundings. The exhibition "DonAUräume" provides 
visitors with an insight into the Danube floodplains from various perspectives. Recently 
constructed, the small park area "Schlossinsel" is designed to offer a more hands-on 
experience: Different stops invite you to discover native plants & animals, an underwater 
observatory gives an impression into, below and above bayou waters. Many shy inhabitants 
of the flood plains can thus be watched. The national park provides a habitat and a protected 
zone for nesting including European terrapins, fish, shells, native colubrid species, frogs, fire-
bellied toads and primitive crabs.
